Part A

resisting? What are some of the options he had for how to resist? What are some of the ways he actually
chose to resist? If you were in those circumstances, what way would you choose to resist, and why?

Part B

Using one of the other examples of injustice you discussed with your teacher, answer the following
questions in an essay: Why would this group or individual resist or what is the injustice that they
face(d)? Is resistance worth the possible consequences in this case? What is the goal of resisting? What
are some of the options for how to resist this injustice? If you were in these circumstances, what way
would you choose, and why?
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
